Creative Kids!

Here's a great idea for a home project for a Fall day provided by CREATE Children's Art Studio: Take the
children outside and let them pick different leaves, flowers, branches, seed pods, etc. Look for things with
interesting textures and shapes. This is a great time for children to identify colors, patterns, and
textures. Gather up your loot and spread out some newspaper. This can be done indoors or out, depending on
how messy you like to get. Have the kids coat their findings with a thin layer of paint and press down on
paper. Use an empty papertowel roll to help evenly press the leaves. Pull your leaf and away and reveal a
beautiful Fall print. Try using multiple paint colors on each leaf for a funky and fun look. Talk to your
children about the arrangement of the prints, overlapping and overall design of their piece. Take it one step
further and create a "view finder" by cutting a window out of a piece of paper (much like a small frame) and
have your children travel over their new masterpiece identifying interesting areas.
